
           Creative Curriculum   
We will complete the History Unit ‘The 
Romans’ by  learning about the Roman 
Empire and its impact on Britain e.g. the 
building of Hadrian’s Wall.  
 
In Geography the children will be learning 
about the globe and how we can locate 
countries and zones using lines of latitude 
and longitude. We will study the tropics and 
consider time zones. 
 
 

PSHE  
 

In PSHE for this term the children will be 

learning about health and wellbeing, 

particularly how to keep themselves 

healthy. We will also be beginning our 

work on Journey in Love. A letter will 

follow shortly outlining the content of 

these lessons.  

ICT 
This term in ICT we will  be continuing 
our ‘We are musicians’, unit .The chil-
dren will be using sound samples to 

create their own Roman rap using Au-
dacity. We will then move on to the 

unit ‘We are co-authors’ using Wikipe-
dia. Wikipedia is a free online encyclo-
paedia that anyone can view and edit. 

In this unit, the pupils  
collaborate to create a ‘Mini  

Wikipedia’. 

Science 

 

We will begin the term by starting our 
topic on ‘Electricity,’ In this topic, pupils 
will design and build electrical circuits 

which feature different components, such 
as motors and buzzers. They will learn 

about using electricity safely and will be 
able to identify insulators and conductors. 

 For the rest of the term, pupils will focus 
on their ability to think scientifically by 
carrying out various investigations and 

recording data.  

             Religious Education 

In our topic ‘The Early Christians,’ the chil-

dren will be learning about the events after 

Jesus’ death; his resurrection, his ascension 

into heaven and the coming of the Holy 

Spirit at Pentecost and how all of these 

events have impacted on Christianity. 

The second topic is ‘The Church’ which will 

involve looking at their role in the commu-

nity of the Church. 

English  

 
We begin the term by reading ‘Christophe’s Story’, re-
sponding to text in a range of activities from characteri-
zation, deeper comprehension questions, use of gram-
mar and punctuation and role play to understand events 
in the story.  This will be followed up with a Poetry Topic, 
in which children will be expanding their understanding 
and use of figurative language. 
 
Finally, the children will be identifying key features of 
non-chronological reports.  They will be asked to justify 
their reactions to texts, commenting on important is-
sues.  They will be asked to plan and write their own 
non-chronological reports, using appropriate language to 
make sections link together.   
 

 

Mathematics 
This term we will be learning about 
money, time and geometry. In time, 
pupils will learn to read both digital 

and analogue clocks, as well as write 
the time in 12h and 24h formats. 

We will be continuing to embed their 
times tables knowledge up to 12 x 12.
