Practice partition-
ing numbers into Tens and Ones. Help your child 

to learn and rehearse their 2, 5 and 10 times-
tables. Move on to 3 times-tables if they are 

confident with these. When doing addition en-
courage your child to put the bigger number 

first and add the smaller number. Real experi-
ence of money to pay for things is a good skill 

and provides the perfect opportunity to add on
